THE ROLE OF CONFUCIANISM IN THE IDEOLOGICAL DOCTRINE OF MODERN CHINA

The article attempts to consider the complex and sometimes contradictory system of interaction that prevails in
modern China between the Marxist ideology and the Confucian worldview, which is historically a priority for this
state. The main tenets of Confucius’ teachings are presented: traditionalism, an internal system of moral and ethical
values, and even a strict hierarchical system of social interactions. During the 20th and the first quarter of the 21st
century, Confucianism and Marxism went through a complex and sometimes tragic system of relations. From the
complete prohibition of Confucius during the period of acute socio-political reformation (*"Movement for a new
culture” and the "cultural revolution™) to a relatively neutral attitude in the intermediate historical period. The current
stage of development of the ideological model of Chinese society can be characterized as a creative symbiosis between
Marxism and Confucianism.

CULTURE SHOCK IN MEDIA DISCOURSE: PHILOSOPHICAL ANALYSIS

The article examines the philosophical opinion of Confucius about benevolence as the core of culture and the
justification of the idea of its achievement; it is found that the followers of Confucius studied and improved his
teachings, enriching the concept of benevolence and shaping the cultural spirit of the Chinese people. The role of
Confucianism in the formation of its unique national character is proven. Challenges to the traditional Chinese concept
of kinship from the culture of numbers are considered, which affects political life, education, and everyday life. Thanks
to the analysis of the discourse of the media space, the influence of digital media on culture as a whole, as well as the

inevitability of culture shock between traditional culture and the culture of the digital, is substantiated.
Key words: Confucianism, culture shock, digital culture, discourse context.

Problem statement. The core of Chinese
traditional culture is Confucianism, the thoughts initiated
with benevolence, righteousness, rite,wisdom and trust,
has Integrated into Chinese people’s life, and formed the
unigue Chinese spirit. As the spreading of new media,
people have been accustomed to communicate online,
along with a new discourse context established. In this
new circumstance, people’s life, even communicating,
have been challenged, triggering a culture shock between
the traditional and digital culture.

Analysis of recent research and publications. The
article uses structuralism theory to point out a new
discourse context constructed in the information age,
summarizes China’s unique Confucian thought and
cultural spirit through literature analysis, and describes
the issue of cultural conflicts between Chinese traditional
culture and the digital culture through comparative
analysis. To research the culture shock between Chinese
traditional culture and the digital culture, it helps man
thinking on the value of its national culture in the
information society. To encourage man to explore the
answer to solve the social culture crisis caused by digital
culture.

The purpose of the paper is to present the reader
with unique Chinese traditional culture and the spirit by
introducing Confucianism. To analyze the social
phenomenon caused by new media tools in China,
declare that there is culture shock between the traditional
culture and the digital culture, and how the digital culture
damages the traditional one. It would trigger man’s
thinking on the value of the traditional culture in the
information society.

Main body. Confucius proposed his philosophical
thoughts with benevolence (1=) as the core, emphasizing
the centrality of benevolence and advocating equal
importance of benevolence and rite (£L). Benevolence
mainly reflects the exploration of human meaning, value,
and essence, while rite embodies the importance of
human relations. Successive Confucian scholars
gradually constructed a comprehensive Confucian
ideological system centered on benevolence. Although
China does not have a formal religion, Confucianism has
become the spiritual core of the Chinese people through
more than 2,000 years. It is the unified faith of the
Chinese nation and has shaped the unique national
character of the Chinese people.

However, as man enters the information society,
new media culture has gradually become the dominant
culture. This brand-new cultural paradigm not only
affects people’s life but also alters their ideological
concepts and values. This paper attempts to analyze how
new media culture impacts traditional Chinese culture
centered on Confucianism and considers the value of
Confucianism in contemporary China.

Confucianism and the Cultural Character of the
Chinese People. Benevolence is the core of Confucian
thought. As stated in “The Book of Rites: The Doctrine
of the Mean”, “The benevolent is a true man” [1, p. 10],
Confucius believed that benevolence is the nature of the
man. Throughout the “Analects of Confucius”, there are
three core statements made by Confucius regarding
benevolence.
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The first statement is when “Fan Chi(one of
Confucius’s student) asked about benevolence, the
Master said, «Love others»” [1, p. 30], which is a
programmatic statement of Confucius’s understanding of
benevolence. In the sentence, “others” references to a
person who is outside of oneself. It refers that one, who
qualify the title of the benevolent, must love others, has a
deep affection with others, and makes it work in practice.

The second statement is when “Zhong Gong(one of
Confucius’s student) asked about benevolence, the
Master said that Go out as if meeting an important guest,
treat the people as if engaging in a solemn ceremony. Do
not impose on others what you yourself do not desire,
maintain a complaint-free attitude both in public and at
home” [1, p. 35], “Go out as if meeting an important
guest, treat the people as if engaging in a solemn
ceremony” [1, p. 35] is to illustrate the specific
requirements of benevolence by Confucius after
concluding examples both in people’s daily life and state
governance.

Confucius believed that a benevolent person
respects others from the heart and a benevolent governor
treats the people with reverence, these reflect the idea of
“loving others” both in daily life and political life. “Do
not impose on others what you yourself do not desire”, it
embodies the care of others, and calls that one should not
force upon others what one is unwilling to accept or be
treated oneself.

“Maintain a complaint-free attitude both in public
and at home” suggests that man do not maintain
resentments towards others or oneself. One can cultivate
harmonious interpersonal relationships and foster a
peaceful social environment by adopting such a mindset.

The third statement is when “Zi Gong (one of
Confucius’s student) asked about benevolence, the
Master said that a benevolent person is one who, wishing
to be established himself, seeks to establish others;
wishing to be successful himself, helps others
succeed” [1, p. 50], Confucius emphasizes that a
benevolent should qualify such character, that is, not only
to care for and respect others, but also to help them
succeed while achieving one’s own success.

Confucius not only introduced the concept of
benevolence but also encouraged his followers to make
them into practice. He pointed out that benevolence was
not unreachable supreme morality, but can be accessed
by everybody. Confucius once said, “Is benevolence far
away? If I desire benevolence, then benevolence comes”
[1, p. 100], he believed that selfish selfish desires were
the greatest enemy in one’s pursuit of benevolence.

Once selfish desires were out of control, it would
enslaved man. Therefore, Confucius proposed that
“overcome your own desires and conform to the rites of
propriety” [1, p. 40]. In Confucius’s view, a person must
overcome their selfish desires and abide by the order
required by rite, and he advocated the principle of “Avoid
looking, listening, speaking, or acting against
propriety” [1, p. 120].

The successive Confucian scholars continuously
explored and developed the doctrine of benevolence to
form a sophisticated Confucian system. For instance,
Mencius proposed the theory of “the inherent goodness
of human nature”, believed that man’s nature is good. He

said “Compassion is benevolence; Shame s
righteousness; Respect is propriety; Discerning right and
wrong is wisdom” [2, p. 20], Mencius believed that
humans are born with virtues such as benevolence and
propriety, which can be developed by man himself,
leading to personal perfection and social harmony.

On the other hand, Xunzi emphasized on the role of
rites. He thought that rite as a crucial means to maintain
social order and harmonious interpersonal relationships.
Xunzi stated, “Propriety is nourishment for one’s mind and
body” [3, p. 180], He believed that propriety could cultivate
one’s morality and enable individuals to practice
benevolence, righteousness, wisdom, and trustworthiness.

During the Ming Dynasty, Wang Yangming
promoted Confucianism to a new summit by introducing
the concept of “The mind is reason”. “Mind” refers to
man’s nature. Wang Yangming [4, C. 70] believed that
“the truth and principle exist nowhere, but in one’s mind,
and individuals should seek and develop truths by
introspection” [4, p. 70].

He also said “to conscience” [4, p. 100], arguing
that conscience is the inherent goodness of man, and the
criterion for judging right and wrong. Man should strive
to eliminate selfish desires and preserve one’s nature in
order to discover and cultivate goodness, ultimately
realizing “to conscience” [4, p. 100].

Chinese people’s life are deeply influenced by
Confucian, shaping a unique traditional culture. This
culture particular emphasis on Kkinship and family
harmony. For instance, “during the Spring Festival,
Chinese people, regardless of where they are, must return
home and reunite with family members. At the Spring
Festival, relatives extend greetings to each other, so as to
the friends. The Double Ninth Festival, also known as the
Elders’ Day, embodies the respect for the elderly. On the
Qingming Festival, people did tomb sweeping to worship
ancestors” [5, p. 72].

Chinese people express respect to others through
unique etiquette and customs. “during a wedding
ceremony, the couple bows to each other as a sign of
mutual respect, and they also bow to their parents to show
the respect for the elders. At festive occasions, people
wear in red or brightly colored to express joy, and they
give others gifts or money wrapped in red paper to send
blessing. At funerals, people dress in black to show
respect for the deceased, and they offer condolences by
giving money wrapped in white paper to the bereaved
family. Similarly, Chinese dining etiquette is strict, with
designated seats for elders and younger generations,
hosts and guests. The arrangement of dishes also follows
specific rules” [6, p. 60].

In education, Confucius proposed the principle of
“Equal access to education regardless of social status or
wealth” [7, p. 60]. He believed that education should not
be constrained by factors such as social position or
financial status, and everyone should have the right to
schooling. This viewpoint of schooling equality has been
a fundamental principle guiding China’s education
system. Confucius also advocated the idea of “Teaching
students in accordance with their aptitudes” [7, p. 80],
emphasizing that education should be tailored to the
individual characteristics and interests, which ensures the
optimal learning outcomes.
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Furthermore, Confucius think highly of thought. He
said “Learning without thought means labour lost;
thought without learning is perilous” [7, p. 130], it means
that studying without reflecting will lead to confusion,
while merely reflecting without studying will result in
stagnation.These Confucian education ideas have
become the fundamental principles guiding both
schooling and individual learning in China.

Apparently, it is the development and inheritance of
Confucian thought that constructs the traditional Chinese
culture, as well as the unique humanistic spirit of the
Chinese people. Through comprehending and practicing
Confucianism, Chinese people seriously pursuit family,
kinship, upholding rites and morality. The Confucian
ideal of harmony extends to all aspects of life, promoting
balance and mutual respect in personal relationships,
environmental protection, and social interactions.

Cultural Shock in Virtual Discourse Space.
Baudrillard Jean [8, p. 132] once described the impact of
media tools on society, “The information brought by the
railway is not the coal or passengers, but the world view,
a new status of connection, etc. Similarly, the information
brought by television is not merely the screen figures, but
the new relationships and the new Cognitive patterns,
along with the structure changing in family and groups”.
Media, serves as an intermediary among individuals,
establishes the pattern of discourse without being
perceived in the process of information transmission,
different media forms represent distinct modes of
conversation.

“Oral communication is a mode of interaction that
requires the physical presence of individuals,
characterized by its intuitive and intimate nature. In
contrast, the written form of communication frees man
from the physical presence, information presents in a
logical and rational way, facilitating man’s deep thinking
and cognitive understanding” [9, p. 14].

Differently, The pattern of electronic media
presents a new phenomenon of communication, Cheng’s
study shows that “modern electronic media have created
a unigue space for communication where participants are
simultaneously present online and figure absent. This
novel mode of communication is characterized by DE-
centralization, DE-authorization, and DE-subjectivity,
the traditional unification, materialization, and
continuous patterns of discourse is alteration. In virtual,
it has become increasingly difficult for man to distinguish
the authenticity of information. Thanks to the new
technology, the more convenient individuals connect
each other online, the more fragile social relationship
is” [10, p. 103].

Information technology has innovated a specific
digital language(including images, sounds, videos, VR,
etc.). These languages broadcast through the internet and
derive the various by-products, such as smartphones,
computers, iPad, and Apps(TikTok, Facebook, etc.), a
new public discourse space has gradually emerged. “In
this space, information, whether political or non-political,
serious or non-serious, true or false, scientific or non-
scientific, is expressed in entertainment. The exclusive
purpose of information dissemination is to attract the
public’s attention rather than to educate or triggering
thinking” [11, p. 101].

Postman Neil [12, p. 11] once pointed out that the
new discourse context created by digital media is a sort
of “pseudo-context”, “pseudo-context refers to a
seemingly reasonable and authentic, but a false context,
which is not oriented to the real-life experiences and
actual reality, it is manufactured by technological
monopoly and the entertainment-oriented society. Its
purpose is to authorize a superficial usefulness to
information that is already divorced from practice.
However, this usefulness can not provide actions or the
problem solutions, the only remaining is the
entertainment. It serves as the last refuge for a devitalized
culture”. It symbolizes the decline of culture.

“Due to the existence of ‘pseudo-contexts’,
information that is originally detached from life and
unrelated, seems to acquire a certain value and meaning.
However, this so-called ‘usefulness’ is actually hollow
and artificial, as it fails to provide any substantial
assistance or guidance. Instead, this information is
primarily used for entertainment and amusement, serving
as a symbol of cultural decline” [13, p. 15].

By observing culture phenomena, media culture has
occupied man’s life. Television and mobile phones
constantly transmit man with seductive images.
Meanwhile, consumerism is overwhelming at network,
Covertly and irresistibly seizing the right to control
public discourse. Inevitably, culture shocking arise
between media culture and traditional culture.

In Confucianism views, human relationships work
as the fundamental basis for societal order and chaos,
“The Doctrine of the Mean” identifies five crucial
ethical bonds of society, “the loyalty between ruler and
subject, the filial piety within the father-son
relationship, the distinct roles within marriage, the order
among siblings, and the trust within friendships” [1, p.
60]. The core values of Confucianism, such as
benevolence, loyalty, and filial piety, serve as the
highest measure in navigating these relationships.
However, the widespread use of network social media
is challenging the fundamental interpersonal relationship
in China.

By observing Chinese festivals, Yu Siyang [14, p.
80] discovered that “the evolution of media technology
has driven the transition of festival celebrations from
large-scale gatherings to small-scale, and finally to a
dispersed one. Initially, the major Chinese festivals, such
as the Spring Festival or Dragon Boat Festival, always
held large-scale activities such as dragon dance or lion
dance, and flower parades are commonly organized
among the Chinese people. However, with the
popularization of television, festival celebrations shifted
from large-scale gatherings to family-oriented, where
family members gathered to watch TV programs for
celebrating. As entering into the new media era, people
are accustomed to gathering by chatting or video
conferencing online. Nowadays, celebrating festivals
online has become the norm” [14, p. 80].

The basis of festival ritual is the physical
participation and the inter-generational transfer, but the
digital media weakens its cornerstone. Once the rituals
are simplified, they are at risk of being forgotten, and the
sense of patriotism, national identity, and cultural
respected in the festivals will also be diminished.
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The red envelope, a typical folk custom in China,
originally appears within families. Especially in the
Spring Festival, family members give red envelopes as a
way to promote family unity and strengthen familial
attachment. The rise of digital red envelopes increase fun
and entertainment to the red envelope culture. However,
excessive commercialization has led to this culture off its
original track.

Xing Jinlei [15, p. 136] has studied the red envelope
culture changing in the new media era and found that
“after digital red envelopes were widely used on
commercial platforms, it gradually became more
entertainment-oriented and commercialized, then the
traditional sense of ceremony associated with red
envelopes gradually disappeared, evolving into a
collective game. The focus of members in WeChat
groups shifted from maintaining kinship to pursuing the
entertainment brought by game. Moreover, some
lawbreakers even exploited to conduct illegal activities
such as online gambling and bribery”.

Social media, instead of establishing trust among
youth, has ironically created emotional alienation and
self-isolation of younger. Jiang Jianguo [16, p. 32]
researched the function of WeChat and points out,
“though WeChat has significantly altered the concept of
social contacting, it makes emotional communication
lack of boundaries and negative impact on establishing
trust because online communication has the character of
the lower threshold and the phenomenon of friend
generalization online. In particular, frequent information
sharing and network marketing on ‘WeChat circle’
greatly impact the significance of emotional interaction,
reducing users’ enthusiasm for socializing, and finally
leading to communication fatigue and emotional
alienation”.

Furthermore, Liu Mengzhi [17, p. 114] research
proves, “the generalization of WeChat circle and the
pressure of social kidnapping have blurred user’s self-
cognition and rational spirit missing. This, in turn,
generates feelings of loneliness and self-doubt,
individuals attempt to escape such tension by self-
isolation”.

After conducting research on social media widely
used by Chinese youth, Liu Mengzhi [17, p. 118] pointed
out, “due to the rapid development of the Chinese
Internet, younger, instead of real social interaction, have
become accustomed to online Chatting, along with the
social support and emotional comfort online. However,
the extreme online socializing has turned most of
younger into ‘lame walkers’ or even ‘disabled’ in real-
life social communication. Social skills declining and
unwilling to socialize is already a universal phenomenon
for younger”.

The emergence of “Internet celebrity teacher” has
astonished the masses. The booming development of E-
education in China has given rise to the phenomenon of
internet celebrity teacher, which has the benefit of high-
quality education resources sharing.

on the other hand, as enterprise strives for higher
network access and The profit seeking nature of capital,
Internet celebrity teachers are no longer the synonymous
of excellent teachers. Dai Xiaoging [18, p. 234] points
out, “many Internet celebrity teachers are willing to

fabricate hot-topics during live online for high web
viewing, and speak impolite language to attract netizen’s
attention. Live-education is gradually evolving from
knowledge sharing into a comical performance to cater
audience”.

Chinese characters, as an important carrier of
traditional Chinese culture, bear rich historical and
cultural connotations. “Chinese characters are a type of
hieroglyphic writing with each a specific structure and
meaning. In the process of literacy education, teachers
analyze the radicals, structures, and meanings of Chinese
characters, guiding students to understand the cultural
connotations behind them and pointing out their symbolic
meanings and expressive ways in traditional culture. The
physical structure of Chinese characters embodies
prominent traditional values. For instance, the character °
{=’(benevolence), composed of ‘ A\’ and ‘", signifies
the relationship between man and emphasizes care and
respect for others. By explaining the structure of the
character ‘/—, teachers guide students to comprehend the
essence of benevolence and cultivate their characters of
caring for and respecting others” [19, p. 210].

Chinese characters possess a unique artistic value in
China. “Due to their distinctive strokes, Chinese
characters have long been utilized in folk paper-cutting
techniques to express the lines since Han dynasty. These
paper-cuttings are then created and posted in every
household during festive occasions. Furthermore, when
Chinese characters are combined with calligraphy,
traditional Chinese painting, and ceramic art, they give
birth to uniquely valuable artistic works exclusive to
China” [20, p. 64].

However, the prevalence of electronic products is
posing a serious threat to the writing of Chinese
characters and their cultural transmission functions. In a
study conducted by Lin Chen [21, p. 2] on the current
state of Chinese writing in the 5G era, it was observed
that “our lives have become increasingly fast-paced. The
letter input function on computers and mobile phones has
alleviated the trouble of writing, especially among
children. They are becoming increasingly proficient in
using mobile and iPad, leading to a decrease in their
sensitivity to Chinese characters. In the past, man
enjoyed communicating through handwriting by
characters to express his thought and emotion.
Nowadays, however, due to the advancements of the
technology, instead of expressing feeling by writing, the
majority prefer convenient communication through
electronic input devices. This has exacerbated the
phenomenon of ‘forgetting how to write’ upon picking
up a pen”.

Currently, there is a trend of using letter
abbreviations to communicate at network, which has
gained particular popularity among younger. Tian’s
research points out that “due to the unique characteristic,
a single pronunciation could presents multiple Chinese
characters, using letter abbreviations, instead of Chinese
characters, probably lead to ambiguity in meaning, for
instance, ‘Hyq’ could potentially represent various
combinations of Chinese characters such as ‘&R (an
area of dark skin around one’s eye), ‘%14 (discourse

power), ‘{RA# (fascinating) or ‘“RAE (very
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wealthy), etc. Network abbreviations, as one of the
manifestations of the latest Internet buzzwords, are
typically used by specific younger groups to express their
fondness for a particular person or thing. However, this
pattern of communication has the harmful effect of
creating a ‘communication barrier’, which is likely to
hinder inter-generational communication” [22, p. 124].

Conclusions. Nowadays, the digital media closely
connects our lives, forming a new media culture, it
presents a fantastic scene to man. Firstly, modern media
has gathered people together in a peculiar way by
creating digital codes. However, in this process, it has
evolved into a absurd language without contradiction,
man's ideology is dissipation because of this amusing and
shallow language.

As a result, the knowledge and spiritual content
contained in politics, education, and various cultural
forms have declined rapidly. As this new daily discourse
system formed and integrated with man’s thinking, it
presents not only the occasional individual issue on
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speech, thought and life, but the entire society one.

As the Internet merges seamlessly into daily life, it
disciplines individuals to communicate, entertain, and
educate using modern tools. People have become
accustomed to searching, looking up, and browsing
online, and man’s mind involuntarily stops engaging in
deep thinking or reflection.

A study on Chinese Confucian culture in the
information society reveals that in the digital era,
traditional Confucian culture has suffered severe impacts.
Many excellent traditions have been distorted or even
eliminated by the network, where culture is primarily
geared towards entertainment and consumption. As a
result, Traditional culture leaves only a superficial shell,
such phenomenon deserves man’s vigilance.

GAP ANALYSIS IN PUBLIC MANAGEMENT OF SAFE ENVIRONMENT
DEVELOPMENT IN RURAL TERRITORIAL COMMUNITIES OF UKRAINE

The article rethinks the classical approach to using the GAP analysis method, examines the possibilities of its
application in public management of rural areas, and evaluates innovative approaches in accordance with strategic
directions for the development of the social sphere. Recommendations for improving existing innovative approaches
have been developed and proposed. It has been proven that for the preservation of rural areas in Ukraine during the
Russian-Ukrainian war and in the post-war period, an important strategic priority of public management is the
development of a safe environment in the rural community ("Safe Community" concept, police stations, electronic
services, Zero Waste concept, protecting the environment).

PUBLIC ADMINISTRATION: EVOLUTION OF CONCEPTS AND APPROACHES IN THE
RETROSPECTIVE OF SOCIAL RELATIONS DEVELOPMENT

The article substantiates the theoretical and methodological foundations of public administration, which
determined its evolution from the idea of management as a hierarchically organised system to the concept of a network
structure of interaction between public, private and non-governmental organisations. Approaches to understanding the
subject of public administration science, its content and place among other social sciences are analysed. It is proved
that the network approach is currently the most effective methodology for analysing the modern political process. The
author emphasises that under the influence of the information technologies, the very nature of the State as the most
important political and legal institution is changing, and its functions are being redistributed at the supranational and

subnational levels.

QUALITY OF LIFE AS AN INDICATOR OF OVERALL SOCIAL EFFICIENCY OF THE
PUBLIC ADMINISTRATION SYSTEM

The article substantiates the need to assess the effectiveness of the public administration system in terms of its
ability to ensure an adequate quality of life for the country's citizens. Based on a critical analysis of the main
approaches to assessing the quality of public administration, the results of applying the index method and describes
individual indices that allow assessing the efficiency and socio-economic orientation of public administration are
given. The main methodological tasks are identified, the solution of which will allow to achieve maximum efficiency
of the integrated indicator of quality of life. A conclusion is made about the importance of proper selection of
indicators and formation of a sufficient and complete system of indicators for the evaluation procedure, with the aim

of competent solution of management tasks.

EMPLOYEES WITH DISABILITIES AS INTERNAL STAKEHOLDERS
OF ORGANISATIONS

Organisation should strive to develop lasting relationships with its stakeholders, particularly its employees, who
are the cornerstone of the institution’s activities. For this purpose, its strategy should include activities aimed at
developing and equalising opportunities for all employees, including those with disabilities. This article aims to
present the issue of employees with disabilities as internal stakeholders of an organisation. It outlines areas of support
for the analysed social group, including the values provided by the institution. Measures applicable to implementing

the concept of corporate social responsibility towards the social group under analysis are also outlined.
Key words: labour markets, employees with disabilities, stakeholder theory, corporate social responsibility,

equal opportunities, bibliometric analysis.

Problem statement. Disability is an individual
phenomenon that affects a specific, unique person. It is,
therefore, a manifestation of human diversity [3], which
can be expressed, among other things, in how an
individual interacts with the environment. However, the
limitations imposed by the body or mind should not be a
barrier to the human being. Efforts should be made to
provide conditions that allow the potential of people with
dysfunctions of different natures to be unleashed,
creating an opportunity for their development. Actions
aimed at creating optimal conditions for the full
functioning of each individual in society and providing
growth possibilities can be called ‘‘equalising
opportunities’’. Such activities, from the point of view of
a market organisation, require adopting a long-term and
holistic perspective encompassing its internal and
external environment [23].

Stakeholder theory assumes business should be
conducted by creating sustainable, long-term
relationships between the market organisation and all
groups interested in its performance [5; 11]. These
activities should balance the interests of these groups,
resulting in conducting business in a socially responsible
manner [31]. In this context, one important stakeholder
group for contemporary market institutions is people with
disabilities [20]. It is, therefore, essential to discuss areas
of support for organisations’ stakeholders with
dysfunctions — in particular, the employees who
contribute to the market institutions. Given the crucial
importance of this group of internal stakeholders to the
enterprise, meeting their needs has implications for the
organization’s survival in the marketplace [2]. In this
area, important issues are outlined, which it was decided

to discuss more frankly, referring to the existing scientific
output concerning the problem.

Analysis of recent research and publications. The
practical implementation of equalisation measures is part
of the concept of corporate social responsibility.
Consequently, it creates a network of relationships
between the numerous actors that make up its internal and
external environment [21; 26]. This process should
ultimately be part of a comprehensive strategy with a
long-term horizon [1]. It should be based on an effort to
develop lasting connections with the stakeholders that make
up the aforementioned organisational environment [15; 27].
Indeed, building positive relationships with stakeholders
creates favourable conditions for the development of market
institutions [17; 30]. Therefore, it is the stakeholders that
should be the foundation of actions taken in the area of
corporate social responsibility [13]. They are not only the
recipients of implemented practices but often participate in
them, becoming co-creators of various benefits for the
institution. From the point of view of the organisation’s
environment, two groups of stakeholders can be
distinguished [10]:

— internal stakeholders — represented by owners and
executives (managers), employees, investors and trade
unions,

—external stakeholders include, among others,
customers, contractors, and competitors, as well as
representatives of public administration, NGOs, various
associations, educational institutions, the media, the local
community, the environment, and its advocates.

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In light of the analysis, it can be concluded that it is
legitimate to discuss disability and the concept of internal
stakeholders, with particular emphasis on employees as
representatives of this group. A key aim of such a
discussion should be to clarify and identify the research
areas that link the specified conceptual categories.

The issue of measures related to equalising
opportunities for workers with disabilities and enabling
them to develop their potential is addressed in United
Nations Resolution A/RES/70/1, the 2030 Agenda for
Sustainable Development [29]. When considering this
document from the point of view of the issue of the
present deliberations, it seems particularly important to
highlight the goals numbered 8, 10 and 17. They are
primarily dedicated to reducing social inequalities,
economic growth, decent work, and strengthening global
partnerships for sustainable development. Actions
recommended by the United Nations and individual
initiatives taken by individual countries contribute to
equal opportunities for people with disabilities. At the
same time, the cooperation of government institutions
and business entities can lead to increasing the
accessibility of infrastructure and workplaces and
implementing other solutions that facilitate the
professional development of employees with disabilities.

Such legal acts and global management trends
related to the inclusion of corporate social responsibility
activities result in an increasing consideration of
stakeholders’ needs and preferences in strategy.
Understanding society’s expectations, including those of
people with disabilities, is essential [22; 28]. Therefore,
it is necessary to recognise the nature of individual
dysfunctions [4] and the barriers they generate [6; 9].
From the point of view of the internal stakeholders, who
are the employees, the difficulties may relate to the
following areas:

— physical barriers — inadequate building and
transport infrastructure, as well as any other impediments

that are related to making physical space accessible,

— digital barriers — the inadequate adaptation of
information systems and technological means to the
physical and perceptual capabilities of those using them,

— social barriers — the problem of social exclusion,
limited opportunities to participate in activities and
initiatives, and insufficient integration,

— system barriers — inadequate adaptation of legal
regulations, organizational policies or lack of top-down
accessibility standards.

Market institutions can mitigate the problems
generated by the aforementioned barriers in two ways: at
the macro and micro scale (Figure 2). Macro activities are
mainly related to social initiatives that go beyond the
company’s core business. They are carried out in
cooperation with the environment, e.g. government and
local government units, foundations and other
organizations. These activities are carried out parallel to
the business but not directly linked. Above all, they
revolve around the creation of conditions for the
development of society and are of a long-term nature.
They are usually the result of cooperation between
several market players and are sometimes coordinated by
public authorities. Micro activities, on the other hand,
focus on the organisation itself and its resources. These
activities focus directly on the organization’s internal
stakeholders. They are usually part of a company’s
strategy, and their undertaking requires implementing
multifaceted modifications to an organization’s
business structure and an evolutionary approach. It is
worth emphasising at this point that, irrespective of the
nature of the activities for the equalisation of
opportunities for employees with disabilities, the
resultant effect will mainly depend on the following
issues: the individual characteristics of the stakeholders,
the specific characteristics of the organisation, and the
social, legal and economic characteristics of the
environment.

In conclusion, it should be added that identifying
support areas for employees with disabilities, including
their key levels, is a remarkably complex task. Indeed,
several multifaceted disability-related issues exist, and
possible dysfunctions and related needs should be
considered individually. Also, individual market
institutions have different resources, capacities, and

knowledge to provide support.

Considering the needs of employees with
disabilities in an organization’s strategy requires an in-
depth recognition of the organizations’ environment [16].
Only then will the practices undertaken deliver the most
desirable values and consequently contribute to building
sustainable relationships with stakeholders (not only
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internal stakeholders). The practices undertaken must be
integral to the organization’s business strategy [12]. At
the same time, it is worth pointing out that the way value
is delivered to dysfunctional employees can take on a
diverse character and be measured through a variety of
metrics (Table 1).

— level of fairness of the recruitment
process towards candidates with
disabilities,

— treatment of employees with limitations
(e.g. no bullying, reduction of exclusion)

— the number of mentions of the
institution’s employees published by
organizations for people with disabilities.

Systemic
barriers

— degree of compliance with the law in the
area of ensuring accessibility of physical
and technical infrastructure for employees
with disabilities,

— amount of investment directed towards
employees with disabilities,

— amount and extent of subsidies allocated
for equal opportunities for people with
disabilities,

— amount of information published in the
media on measures for the benefit of
employees with disabilities,

— transparency of information published
in reports, including the amount of data
concerning employees with disabilities,

— the results of surveys (quantitative and
qualitative) on the internal perception of
initiatives undertaken to benefit
employees with disabilities.

The metrics presented relate to equalising
opportunities for workers with disabilities, considering

physical, digital, social and systemic barriers. However,
they do not constitute a closed list. They should attempt
to detail exemplary tools that fall within the scope of the
discussion undertaken and may inspire further research.

Conclusions from this study and prospects for
further investigations. It should be emphasized that the
benefits of implementing measures for equalizing
opportunities for employees with disabilities do not only
lead to internal benefits for the organization, such as the
development of human capital, well-being of employees
or a positive working atmosphere. They are also related
to building a positive image of the institution among
external stakeholders. It can lead to the generation of
public commitment and trust. It is thus the foundation for
further cooperation with the environment and market and
strategic alliances [7]. It creates entirely new perspectives
for implementing socially responsible activities,
contributing to solving various social problems [14].

The presented article contributes to further
discussions on people with disabilities as organizational
stakeholders. Based on the results of the bibliometric
analysis, it was shown that there is a significant research
gap in the literature regarding the relationship between
conceptual categories such as disability and employee. It
is, therefore, essential to continue research of a
theoretical and empirical nature.

NEW PSYCHOACTIVE SUBSTANCES - SOCIAL AND MEDICAL THREAT

SOCIAL SUPPORT OF MIGRANT CITIZENS OF UKRAINE IN THE NEW SOCIO-
CULTURAL ENVIRONMENT (ON THE EXAMPLE OF PORTUGAL)

This article studies the integration and adaptation processes of Ukrainians, especially those with the status of
temporary protection, in order to understand their interaction with the new socio-cultural environment (using the
example of Portugal). The issue of the interaction of Ukrainian migrants with their homeland, their social support is
highlighted. Analytical conclusions were drawn on the basis of the "Great Research of the Community in Portugal”,
which was carried out as part of the project "Development of the Ukrainian Community Abroad during the War of
Russia against Ukraine™ (in cooperation with the Embassy of Ukraine in the Portuguese Republic and the Ukrainian
Association in Portugal Associagdo " Descoberta de momentos", in the period from November 15 to December 25,
2023).

HISTORICAL VARIATION OF THE EXPRESSIVE PERFORMATIVE SPEECH ACT
OF APOLOGY IN THE GERMAN-LANGUAGE DIALOGIC DISCOURSE OF THE XV-
XXI CENTURIES

The article is devoted to the study of the historical dynamics of expressive speech acts of performative forms in
the German dialogical discourse and defining diachronically permanent and variable characteristics of expressive
performative acts. Historical changes in expressive performative speech acts include performative verbs and their
pragmatic markers. In the discourse of the XX-XXI centuries, the number of explicit performative verbs and markers
with the semantics of apology decreases, while the frequency of implicit expressive performatives and expressive
performative speech acts of apology in the metacommunicative function increases.

THE VOLUNTEER MOVEMENT IN UKRAINE AND GERMANY IN THE LATE 20TH
AND EARLY 21ST CENTURIES: COMPARATIVE ANALYSIS

The full-scale invasion of Russian troops into Ukraine in 2022 and the temporary occupation of a part of its
territory made the issue of developing means of overcoming large-scale humanitarian disasters and ensuring the
stability and security of the population of the European continent relevant for the world public. The authors of the
proposed study consider the volunteer movement as a powerful tool of self-organization of society, capable of
strengthening state structures in order to overcome crisis phenomena in the areas of ensuring the country’s defence

capability, health protection of its population, and providing humanitarian aid to migrants.
Key words: volunteer movement, volunteers, humanitarian disaster, humanitarian aid, charity, occupation,
health care, migrants, migration crisis, Russian-Ukrainian war.

Problem statement. The full-scale invasion of
Ukraine by Russian troops on February 24, 2022 and the
temporary occupation of part of its territories became the
most serious challenge to the global security system,
democratic and human values in recent years. Ukraine
and its partners have demonstrated the ability to activate
their resources to counter Russian aggression at all
levels — from international and state to organizations
and even individuals. One of the most significant
manifestations of the mobilization of internal reserves
has been the self-organization of civil society in the form
of the volunteer movement in Ukraine and Germany.
Thus, the study of Ukrainian and German experience of
charitable activities is an important prerequisite for the
development and improvement of methods for
overcoming global humanitarian crises.

Analysis of recent research and publications. The
study of the history of the formation and development of
volunteer movements in Ukraine and Germany in the late
20th and early 21st centuries is reflected in the works of
K. Pavliuk, 1. Maziy, D. Gorelov, O. Kornievsky,
O. Vanyushyna, T. Lyakh [1-5].

In general, scholars agree with the statement that the
Ukrainian and German volunteer movements have
managed to unleash their considerable potential and act
as a force capable of representing their own country on
the world stage. However, the issue of national specifics

of the organization of volunteer movement in Ukraine
and Germany remains insufficiently covered.

The purpose of the paper is to compare the
peculiarities of the formation and development of
volunteer movements in Ukraine and Germany, to reveal
their national characteristics and to find out the specifics
of volunteer management.

Main body. The volunteer movement in Ukraine in
the early 1990s was represented mainly by social services
such as the «Helpline», which were focused on the
prevention of drug addiction and AIDS [1]. Since 1992,
Ukraine has been developing a state network of social
services for youth, which were later reorganized into
centres of social services for families, children and youth.
The centres trained youth volunteer groups for
educational activities to prevent tobacco use and alcohol
dependence. At the same time, public organizations were
formed to unite and coordinate volunteer activities.
Gradually, the volunteer movement covered not only
psychological and social services, but also proved itself
in the human rights, cultural and environmental spheres.
In 2003, volunteer activity in Ukraine was officially
recognized and enshrined at the regulatory level by the
Cabinet of Ministers’ Resolution «On Approval of the
Regulation on Volunteer Activity in the Field of Social
Services» [6].

The late 20th and early 21st centuries went down in
Ukrainian history as a period of socioeconomic crisis and
political instability. The first large-scale activation of the
volunteer movement was the Orange Revolution of
November 22, 2004 — January 23, 2005. The country was
shaken by massive civil disobedience actions provoked
by the government’s attempt to falsify the results of the
2004 presidential election. According to T. Stetskiv, one
of the organizers of a long-lasting opposition rally on
Kyiv’s Independence Square, in November 2003, 40,000
volunteers were ready to join the protesters across the
country within 10 days [7].

The next important milestone in the history of the
Ukrainian volunteer movement was the preparation and
holding of the 2012 FIFA World Cup. The Organizing
Committee of EURO 2012 Ukraine provided statistics
that, with a need for approximately 5.5 thousand
volunteers, UEFA received almost 24 thousand
applications from those who wished to become
volunteers, the majority (90 %) of them were from
Ukraine and Poland [2]. However, the «peaceful»
development of the volunteer movement in Ukraine was
interrupted by the events related to the Revolution of
Dignity in 2013 and the beginning of the hybrid phase of
the Russian-Ukrainian war in 2014. In 2013, 26 % of the
Ukrainian population participated in the volunteer
movement [3].

The mass anti-government protests in the centre of
Kyiv took place in extreme conditions, so medical
professionals were among the first to offer their
assistance to Euromaidan participants. The public
organization Initiative E+ took care of the wounded
during the anti-terrorist operation in eastern Ukraine,
helped military medics, and purchased military
ammunition and equipment. The organization provided
treatment and support to wounded and sick soldiers. In
addition, the team provided financial assistance and
social support to the families of the killed, seriously
wounded, deceased defenders, as well as families in
need [8].

Psychologists V. Pohorily, H. Tsyganenko,
N. Shaposhnyk were the initiators of the creation of a
psychological service to help protesters. Already in
March 2014, 300 volunteers worked in the «Maidan
Psychological Service», whose services were used by
about 16,000 people in just three months of protests.
Subsequently, the organization was reformatted into the
«Psychological Crisis Service», where 500 specialists
work in 20 cities of Ukraine [9].

The public organization «Avtomaidan» became a
mobile unit of the Euromaidans, which was engaged in
blocking the streets, the government quarter and
patrolling the area around the Maidan. Its biggest action
was a campaign trip to the presidential residence in
Mezhihirya, where about 2 thousand motorists were
present [8].

The «Euromaidan SOS» organization took care of
issues of legal protection. 500 lawyers working in
different cities of Ukraine provided free Ilegal
consultations. The struggle for the release of Ukrainian
political prisoners in Russia and Crimea became an

important area of activity of «Euromaidan SOSy.
Information support and technical support for protest
actions were provided by volunteer organizations «IT-
tent», «Maidan Open University», «Babylon13» [8].

The Russian-Ukrainian war significantly changed
Ukrainian society. The disorganization of the state power
in the first months after the victory of the Revolution of
Dignity did not allow organizing a decent armed
resistance to the Russian aggression in the southeast of
Ukraine. The unsatisfactory logistical support of the
Armed Forces of Ukraine called into question the success
of the anti-terrorist operation. Therefore, the civil society
took the army under its protection. During May-
September 2014, more than 32 % of Ukrainians made
money transfers to the Armed Forces. In addition, 23 %
of citizens helped by means of charitable foundations and
volunteer organizations, transferring moneys, things and
products through these public institutions. 9 % of citizens
participated in store actions, buying goods according to
lists for the needs of the army and handing them over to
volunteers. 7 % of Ukrainian citizens personally helped
displaced people with things and money. 3 % were
engaged in the direct collection of funds, medicines, and
things and their delivery to the ATO area.

The focus of volunteers’ activities in 2014 was to
help the Ukrainian army and the wounded — 70 % of
volunteers were engaged in this activity [3]. According
to the results of sociological research, at that time, 54 %
of volunteers were women and 46 % were men. More
than half of the volunteers (53 %) had higher education,
and 43 % of the volunteers were classified as middle
class by sociologists [4]. The most well-known
organizations at that time were the «People’s Home
Fronty», which included «Wheels of the People’s Home
Front» (supplying vehicles to the ATO), «Medical
People’s Home Front» (supplying medicines to the
ATO), «Help Army», «Wings of the Phoenix», «Army
SOS», «People’s Projecty, «Volunteer Hundred»,
«Come Back Alive Charitable Foundation», «Combat
UA», and «Ukraine-World», «Sisters of Victoryy,
«Kryivka Vilnykh» Volunteer Center, All-Ukrainian
Association «Patriot», Volunteer Association «Everyone
Can Help», «Support the Army of Ukraine», Diana
Makarova’s «kFOND» (Operational National Assistance
Foundation), «Volunteers Without Borders» Foundation,
and «All-Ukrainian Platform of Donbas». One of the
most well-known volunteer organizations that helped
displaced people was «Kharkiv Station» [10].

The main activities of volunteers in 2014-2015
were the collection and delivery of necessary resources
to the ATO zone, the provision of medical assistance to
victims during combat operations, assistance to displaced
people, the recovery of the captives and the search for the
unknown.

The COVID-2019 pandemic has become a new
challenge for Ukraine’s volunteer movement. Over the
course of the pandemic, more than 4 million people have
fallen ill in Ukraine, and more than 100,000 people have
died [11]. The introduction of quarantine has complicated
the work of volunteers. As of 2021, out of 576 charitable
organizations in Ukraine, 60 % have effectively ceased
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operations [12]. However, the available medical and
organizational measures were unable to stop the rapid
spread of the disease, and civil society had to come to the
aid of the state again. Volunteering switched to the tactic
of working in small or medium-sized groups (up to 30
people). The leading areas of activity were the provision
of free legal aid and services to citizens in difficult life
situations [12]. The introduction of a remote format of
work with the use of Internet resources has become
widespread, mainly in the field of education.

In June 2020, the «My Phone Friend» project was
launched with the support of the Ministry of Social
Policy of Ukraine, the United Nations Children’s Fund
(UNICEF), and the Ukrainian Volunteer Service. About
7,000 young volunteers responded to the call to support
people who found themselves alone during the COVID-
19 pandemic. Since the beginning of the quarantine, they
have made 15,000 phone calls to provide moral support
to the elderly, people with disabilities, and parents with
many children [13].

Ukrainian society experienced another surge in
volunteer activity because of the full-scale Russian
armed aggression that began on February 24, 2022. Using
the experience gained in 2014-2016, Ukrainian volunteer
organizations managed to coordinate their actions with
the state authorities in the shortest possible time. An
effective and transparent system of accounting of the aid
received for the needs of the Armed Forces and affected
citizens was created and it was put into operation for
domestic and international partners.

The widespread use of digital technologies has
made it possible to optimize the work of charitable
organizations. In a short period, a number of online
platforms and web portals were established to create a
joint information and communication space for volunteer
organizations, government agencies, financial donors,
and people in need of assistance. For example, the online
platforms «People for Ukraine», «Volunteering in
Ukraine», and «Home Front Work» have been launched.
International online platforms and portals have been
created to support Ukrainian refugees: «CLEAR Global
and Translators», «UA Aid Centrey, «Help People Leave
Ukraine», «Tarjimly», «Support Ukraine», Shelter for
Ukraine», «Russia invaded Ukraine» [14]. The
adaptation of the current legislation to the needs of
wartime allowed volunteers to be involved in the supply
of high-tech equipment for the needs of the Ukrainian
Defence Forces.

Turning to the history of the German volunteer
movement, we must recognize that it is institutionally
older than the Ukrainian one. Already in the late 18th and
early 19th centuries, in most German settlements, social
protection of the poor was organized through volunteer
work [5]. The industrialization of the country led to a
rapid increase in property inequality among the
population, which resulted in an increase in the number
of users of social services. Since churches and private
charitable institutions were unable to cope with the
situation, in the second half of the 19th century there was
a need for state regulation of this process, i.e. state social
security. In 1880, on the initiative of the German Charity

Congress, the «German Charitable Association for the
Care of the Poor» was established, which was renamed
the «German Union of Public and Private Welfare» in
1919.

World War | contributed to the internationalization
of the volunteer movement. In 1920, a joint Franco-
German project was implemented to create the first youth
camp in Europe. It was located near Strasbourg [15].
German and French volunteers restored destroyed farms
and villages. In the 2nd half of the 20th century, a number
of state volunteer programs were launched in Germany,
among which the largest was the «Volunteer Social
Year» (1964). According to this program, German youth
after graduating from school spent a year doing practical
work in the social or environmental spheres. Since 1969,
the «German Federal Volunteer Service» has been
implementing the Au-Pair program. Volunteers from
different countries live in German foster families and
look after their children. Sometimes the list of duties
includes simple household chores. A special feature of
the program is that it gives volunteers the opportunity to
learn German. Each participant has time off from work
to attend language courses and do homework.

After the unification of Germany in 1990, the
volunteer movement received new incentives for
development. In 2002-2011, volunteer activity was
considered an alternative to military service [16, p. 76].
The state offered support to volunteers in the form of tax
benefits, child benefits, etc. With the assistance of the
government, the «Federal Association of Voluntary
Social Welfare Organizations» was created, which
included charitable centres, foundations, and non-profit
organizations. In 2000, the German Federal Parliament
established the «Commission for the Study of Public
Activities» to legislatively distinguish between different
forms of charitable activities, optimize the development
of volunteer networks at the federal, regional and local
levels, and promote charitable activities. Involving
representatives of the public sector and leading
sociologists, the Commission collected and processed a
significant amount of information on the state of the
volunteer movement and proposed a national strategy for
its development. Its key points were the nationwide
programs «Voluntary Social Year» and «Voluntary Year
of Environmental Service». Federal ministries were
responsible for their implementation. For example,
environmental protection has become an important area
of the German volunteer movement. The German League
for Nature and the Environment, which is funded by the
Ministry of the Environment, Nature Conservation and
Nuclear Safety, has become the main public association
that has united environmental activists. The Ministries
of Foreign Affairs and Education supervise volunteer
programs which participants take part in the activities
of international organizations and scientific research.
The Ministry of Culture and the Ministry of Labour and
Social Affairs support initiatives aimed at strengthening
civil society and combating racism and xenophobia.
The Ministry of the Interior, together with the Federal
Office for Migration and Refugees, runs volunteer
programs that address migrant issues. Largely, the
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German volunteer movement was concerned about their
fate [17, p.54].

In 2014-2023, the «European Volunteer Service»
(EVS) program was implemented in the European Union,
including Germany. Its participants assist to sick people,
the disabled, the elderly, and refugees. VVolunteer Centers
have been established in almost every city in Germany,
and there is an extensive network of public charities: the
«Workers’ Welfare Association», «Catholic Caritasy, the
«Parity Union», the «German Red Cross», the
«Evangelical Church’s Mercy Union», and others. The
work of German volunteer organizations abroad is also
notable. For example, since the early 1990s, volunteers
of the «Atonement for Peace» (ASF) have been working
in Ukraine to help former prisoners of ghettos,
concentration camps, and ostarbeiters [18].

Thus, in the European model of social work,
voluntary assistance to the population is part of the
general state social assistance system and is an important
element of it. The importance of this component
especially increased in the early 2000s due to the
intensification of international migration processes
taking place in Germany. Due to its geopolitical location,
Germany became one of the main participants in the
European migration crisis in 2015-2022, provoked by the
armed expansion of the Russian Federation. In 2015—
2016, because of Russia’s intervention in Syria, a
significant part of the civilian population suffered from
Russian aviation bombing. The 2020 report of the UN
Human Rights Council called these actions a war
crime [19]. By 2016, more than 5 million people had fled
Syria to escape the war [20]. In 2015, about 430 thousand
refugees from Syria and 276 thousand from Afghanistan
and Iraq took refuge in Germany [21].

Meanwhile, the movement of Ukrainian migrants in
Germany has intensified. Russia’s occupation of the
Crimean peninsula and the beginning of the «hybrid» war
in Donbas in 2014 stirred up the political life of the
128,000-strong Ukrainian diaspora in Germany. For
example, Ukrainian communities in Munich and
Frankfurt am Main began raising funds to help the Armed
Forces of Ukraine and the families of those killed in the
fighting in eastern Ukraine [22]. In 2014, a Ukrainian-
German volunteer organization created by the family of
A. Garder started operating in Hamburg, raising funds for
Euromaidan and equipment for Ukrainian hospitals [23].
Ukrainian non-governmental organizations in Bavaria
contributed to the development of the Ukrainian
volunteer movement in Germany: «Association of
Ukrainian Organizations in Germany», Ukrainian Scout
Organization «Plasty, «Union of Ukrainian Youth in
Germany», «Union of Ukrainian Students in Germany»,
Society «Ukraine», School Association «Ridna Shkolay,
School Association «Ukrainian Saturday School of
Munich», «Ukrainians in Bambergy», «Ukrainians in
Augsburg», «Ukrainians in Franconia», «Ukrainian
Institute for Educational Policy», «Association of
Ukrainian Women in Germany», Parafial Center of the
Ukrainian Greek Catholic Church, «Ukrainians in
Freiburgy, Ukrainian-German Society «Rhein-Neckary,
«Ukrainian Atelier of Culture and Sportsy, etc.

Since the spring of 2019, the Ukrainian
community’s efforts have been aimed at submitting and
promoting a petition to the Bundestag to recognize the
Holodomor in Ukraine in 1932-1933 as genocide of the
Ukrainian people. Representatives of the Ukrainian
community in Bavaria were involved in implementing
projects to help children whose parents were killed or
were fighting in eastern Ukraine; constructive
cooperation was established with the Ukrainian diaspora
to help organize the treatment and rehabilitation of
Ukrainian soldiers wounded in the hostilities in eastern
Ukraine.

Another migration crisis in 2022 was triggered by
the beginning of the Russian army’s full-scale invasion
of Ukraine. In less than a year, more than 7.8 million
people were forced to leave Ukraine. More than 1 million
Ukrainian refugees found refuge in Germany [24, p.7].
The German volunteer movement selflessly took up the
task of solving a whole range of problems related to the
resettlement of migrants. A significant problem that
complicated the adaptation of Ukrainians to the new
cultural environment was the language barrier. Only 4%
of migrants had a good knowledge of German, while 80%
could hardly communicate [25].

For example, the Ukrainian community of
Dortmund actively assisted the German volunteer
organization Bahnhofsmission as translators and
informants, whose activists helped Ukrainian refugees,
choose the right train or buy a ticket [26]. The assistance
of Ukrainian volunteers was also used by the largest
charitable organizations — «Caritas» and «Diakonie
Katastrophenhilfe». The social project «Caritasy
created by the Catholic Church launched a nationwide
project «Fair Integration» aimed at supporting large
families and women with children, organizing language
courses and legal counselling. The charitable
foundation «Diakonie Katastrophenhilfe», owned by
the Evangelical Church, specialized in providing
refugees with affordable housing [27].

Conclusions. Thus, to summarize, first, we should
note that volunteer movements in Ukraine and Germany
have had a long and complicated path of development. In
both countries, charity emerged as a reaction of the
society to fundamental socio-economic changes that
negatively affected the situation of financially
disadvantaged groups of the population. It should be
noted that Ukrainian and German societies have a
specific historical experience of living under totalitarian
political regimes, which left a certain imprint on the
model of social behaviour of charity activists. In Ukraine
and Germany, there was an extensive system of state-
controlled non-governmental organizations that provided
free assistance to people. The principles of organizing
volunteer assistance were similar: charity was based on
the free voluntary work of enthusiasts. The collapse of
the so-called «socialist camp» led to the reformatting of
the volunteer movement. Its ideology quickly lost
political bias. The reunification of the Germany in 1990
allowed the volunteer movement to be realized in a new
capacity, as a sign of the civil society of the united
Germany. In Ukraine, charity events became evidence of
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the society’s desire to establish itself as an equal to the
civilized part of humanity. The prolonged socio-
economic crisis in post-Soviet Ukraine had a negative
impact on the relations between public organizations and
government authorities. The state structures were unable
to respond promptly to the demands of society, and the
sharp internal political struggle in the early 2000s
marked the beginning of a new stage of politicization of
the volunteer movement. However, for both countries,
the common features of the development of charity in
the late 20th and early 21st centuries were the gradual
institutionalization of volunteer movement actors and
the diversification of volunteer services to protect the
legal, economic, environmental, and health interests of
vulnerable social groups. An important factor that
influenced the development of the volunteer movement
in Ukraine and Germany was the process of
globalization. On the one hand, it has opened up
unprecedented opportunities for charity enthusiasts. The
use of the Internet has made it possible to operate with
available resources and establish contacts with like-
minded people from around the world at an
unprecedented speed. At the same time, the process of
globalization has led to a number of challenges.
Political, economic, and environmental crises of global
size have become particularly dangerous for countries
that, due to their geographical location, play the role of
systemic geopolitical factors. As the events of the early
21st century have shown. Germany became a
managerial country that was forced to promptly resolve
the European migration crisis of 2015-2022. Ukraine
had to take on the role of Europe’s shield in the armed
confrontation with Russia’s neo-totalitarian political
regime.

The study of the peculiarities of the development
of the volunteer movement in Germany and Ukraine at
the beginning of the 21st century suggests that the
modern digitalization of social relations has turned the
volunteer movement into a civilian version of rapid
response forces. In the context of globalization, volunteer
organizations have demonstrated the ability to
successfully cooperate at the national and international
levels. Ukrainian and German charitable organizations
have become a kind of training center for capable and
educated young people who can change the history of
their countries. At the same time, national peculiarities of
the volunteer movement should be taken into account. In
Germany, during the second half of the 20th century, a
system of volunteer management was formed with the
assistance of the state. This is a strong point of the
German volunteer movement. The accumulation and
transfer of its experience is ensured at the state level.
Figuratively speaking, in Germany, volunteers and
officials know how to cooperate and trust each other.

In Ukraine, the volunteer movement is sporadic, its
experience is highly individualized, and the official and
volunteer build their relationship based on a situational
alliance that is ready to break up at the moment when one
of the parties considers it unprofitable. This is a drawback
of Ukrainian volunteerism, which at the same time
creates preconditions for its autonomy and ability to act

without state support, which is quite problematic for
German colleagues.

By sharing responsibility for the fate of Ukrainian
refugees, the Ukrainian and German volunteer
movements have created the preconditions for
strengthening business contacts, sharing experiences, and
developing joint humanitarian projects. Given the
extremely unstable political situation on the European
continent, such a vector of effort can play an important
role in strengthening the position of the European Union
in confronting the Russian Federation and its allies.

URBAN PLANNING IN UKRAINE FROM THE 19TH TO THE EARLY 20TH CENTURY:
INTEGRATION OF SCIENCE AND STATE MANAGEMENT

The research is dedicated to analyzing the process of urbanization, particularly the formation and development
of cities in northeastern Ukraine at the end of the 19th and beginning of the 20th cen. Special attention is given to the
city of Kharkiv and the activities of its mayor, Oleksandr Kostiantynovych Pohorelko (1848-1912). The importance
of urban studies as a key direction of humanities research that determines the development of the nation, community,
and state is justified. The main tasks faced by the city during that period, such as the municipalization of the economy
and the expansion of the city’s rights to private property objects, are highlighted. The role of scientists and researchers,
including D.I. Bahalii and M.F. Sumtsov, in promoting the modernization of the city through active participation in
municipal authorities is discussed. As a result of the research, significant contributions of O.K. Pohorelko and his
colleagues to the development and improvement of Kharkiv at the end of the 19th cen. are identified. The conclusions
of the research emphasize the importance of combining scientific potential and civic activism for the implementation
of infrastructure development projects in the city.

Key words: history of science, biographistics, Kharkiv region, local history, Kharkiv Technological Institute,
0O.K. Pohorelko.

Problem statement. The history of urban planning,
or the formation and development of cities, is one of the
key directions of research in global humanities, as urban
studies are integral to the civilization process of nations,
peoples, communities, and states. Cities play a
particularly important role in the development of
statehood, performing cultural, socio-economic, and
political-administrative functions. Indeed, in the general
history of Europe at the end of the 18th century, the
significant growth of the economic role of cities became
one of the defining factors in societal development. In
Ukraine, the issue of urbanization within the outlined
chronological boundaries had certain local peculiarities,
which makes the proposed research relevant today,
especially when the need arises for urban restoration.

Of particular interest in terms of studying
urbanization processes is northeastern Ukraine, the
history of city development in which is both intriguing
and instructive. Among such cities, undoubtedly, is
Kharkiv — the main city of the regional center of modern
Ukraine, which was dynamically developing at the end

of the 19th and beginning of the 20th centuries. During
the economic crisis of that period, the city required a clear
government policy for its improvement and
modernization under the leadership of a specialist who
would combine the main qualities of a state official:
scientific knowledge, practical experience, and a clear
strategic development plan for the city.

The city had to address a number of urgent tasks in
municipalizing the economy and expanding the city’s
rights to privately owned objects, as well as developing
issues that were just beginning to emerge on the agenda
of entrepreneurial activity of municipal self-government
and a range of others awaiting their resolution. And such
a person was found in the history of urban planning:
physicist, private lecturer at Kharkiv University,
professor at Kharkiv Technological Institute, and
Kharkiv mayor, Oleksandr Kostiantynovych Pohorelko
(1848-1912).

Alongside O. Pohorelko, at the end of the 19th
century, particularly at the university and in the Kharkiv
city council, or in modern terms, the municipality,
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exceptional individuals worked, representatives of the
Ukrainian intelligentsia, members of the liberal bloc,
professors of Kharkiv University: historian D. Bahalii,
ethnographer M. Sumtsov — like-minded individuals and
associates of Oleksandr Kostiantynovych. The
implementation of new provisions granting more powers
to the city administration and interference in the affairs
of the city council contributed to the renewal of the
composition of the new council. The new composition
proposed to strengthen measures aimed at the city’s
restoration.

Analysis of recent research and publications. An
analysis of research and publications highlighting
various issues of the formation of the urban space of
Kharkiv has shown that researchers were drawn to
questions of urban development, including publications
by V.O. Nesterenko [1]. The wide range of ethnographic
research and everyday history were presented in
works [2-4]. O.M. Donik’s research proved to be
interesting, where the experience of building water
supply and sewerage networks in UkKrainian cities is
summarized, emphasizing the contribution of municipal
authorities and entrepreneurs to the development of
Ukrainian cities in the early 20th century [5]. The life and
scientific career of Professor O. Pohorelko have been
studied by A.N. Holovko, A.N. Yarmish,
O.Ye. Tverytnykova, and others [6-7]. Some
information can be obtained from anniversary collections
on the history of NTU “KhPI”, the Department of
General and Experimental Physics. However, there are
no special comprehensive studies on the activities of
Professor of Physics at the Kharkiv Technological
Institute O. Pohorelko as the mayor of Kharkiv.

The purpose of the paper. Based on the documents
from the State Archives of the Kharkiv Region and the
archive of NTU “KhPI”, reconstruct the activities of
Professor of Physics O. Pohorelko and evaluate his
contribution to the development of the city of Kharkiv in
the early 20th century.

Main body. On August 5, 1885, at the suggestion of
Viktor Kyrpychov, the Ministry of Education appointed
Associate Professor of Physics at Kharkiv University
Oleksandr Pohorelko to the position of adjunct
professor (Fig. 1). At the institute, he began teaching
physics with a workload of three hours per week in the
mechanical department, supervised the physics
laboratory, and was elected to the economic and
construction committees [8; 9].

Research in the field of theoretical physics by
O. Pohorelko began under the guidance of Professor
A. Shymkov of Kharkiv University, who had a
significant influence on the formation of the future
lecturer’s personality. It was at his suggestion that in
1878, O. Pohorelko went on a business trip to Germany
to enhance his scientific level, where he worked under
the supervision of H. Helmholtz and the German
scientist-physician H. Quincke on issues of deformation
of solid bodies under the influence of electrical pressures.
His scientific developments were published in a well-
known publication in physics and chemistry, initiated by
the German physicist J.C. Poggendorff, “Annals,” and
attracted considerable interest among European
scientists [10; 11, p. 5-43].

The scientific work of the scholar includes works
towards obtaining a scientific degree and over ten papers
and publications dedicated to the development of
electricity and optics, as well as 27 scientific reports and
abstracts for the physical-chemical society of research
sciences at Kharkiv University. In addition, textbooks on
the theory of electricity, electrical engineering, and
general physics. O. Pohorelko paid great attention to
methodical literature, which was lacking at that time, and
in 1899 prepared for publication a course of lectures on
the physics section “Theory of Electricity.” In 1902,
O. Pohorelko summarized his lecture experience in an
author’s textbook “Electrical Engineering,” which was
distinguished by simplicity, clarity, and consistency of
the material presented [13].

The scientific and pedagogical work of Professor
0. Pohorelko was closely related to public activity. On
September 15, 1900, O. Pohorelko was elected mayor.
He remained in this position for three terms until 1912
and did a lot for the improvement of Kharkiv, focusing
on the implementation of forward-looking, innovative
projects and drawing on European experience. The
scholar’s works on various issues of urban improvement
were developed based on the experience of Western
European cities. The author paid particular attention to
public health protection, organization of market trade,
and waste sanitation. The scholar prepared a report of 113
printed pages titled “On the issue of removal of waste
from the city, their neutralization, and destruction,”
where he even conducted a classification of urban waste.
He provided a thorough analysis of the global experience
in waste removal from cities. Analyzing the experience
of managing Western European cities, O. Pohorelko
convincingly ~ demonstrated the  necessity  of
implementing diverse urban projects in Kharkiv [14].

The central market, pawnshop, eye hospital,
Mykolaiv hospital, primary schools, Higher Women’s
Courses, water supply system, municipal sewage system,
municipal bank building, pawnshop, covered market, art
school, and tram movement, all built at the initiative of
the scholar, remain relevant today.

O. Pohorelko initiated the publication “Bulletin of
the Kharkiv City Council,” which was of great
importance for the work of self-government. The bulletin
contained minutes of council meetings, monthly reports
on self-government activities, reports and decisions, current
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information, official council documents, and analytical
articles by experts and public figures on urban
management issues. The existence of this publication
contributed to the detailed development of the urban
reform program and monitoring of its implementation.
Undoubtedly, these works have not only theoretical but
also practical and historical significance for the [7, p. 54;
15].

In 1879, the construction of a water supply system
began in Kharkiv, but it was only due to the perseverance
of O. Pohorelko and public figures M.F. von Ditmar and
I.K. Hryshchenko that the first water intake booths began
operating in 1904, and a project for the city’s sewage
system was developed, which was implemented in
1912 [5].

The special place in O. Pohorelko’s activities was
occupied by the project for the construction of an eye
hospital, which remains the central ophthalmological
center of Kharkiv to this day. This project was carried out
by O. Pohorelko together with his friend, Professor
Leonard Girshman. Later, the ophthalmological center
was named after Professor L. Girshman.

After returning from training in Germany in 1895,
L. Girshman founded the Department of Ophthalmology
and insisted on the need to establish an eye hospital for
the city. The first opening took place on March 25 (April
7), 1908, and the hospital was located in building no. 55,
Velyka Moskovska Street. The building was small, with
only 10 beds. Professor L. Girshman also conducted
additional patient consultations in his own home, often
free of charge, but this was not enough [16; 17, p. 673].

The city government supported O. Pohorelko’s
proposal for the construction of the hospital, and a fairly
large area in the city center was allocated for this purpose.
Funds were raised for construction, including private
contributions, donations from public organizations, and
proceeds from charitable events. According to the project
by engineer L.K. Terven, a large beautiful building was
constructed with its own laundry, Kitchen, staff quarters,
outpatient clinics, laboratories, operating rooms, separate
wards for patients, and doctors’ offices. The building had
heating and water supply. A separate room was allocated
for Professor L. Girshman. The new building, housing
the eye hospital with 65 beds, was opened on April 8 (21),
1912 [6, p. 12-19] (see Fig. 2).

The emergence of the first tram line directed
towards the industrial districts became an important
project for Kharkiv. Considering the growing industrial
and commercial activities, the transportation issue held
paramount importance. At that time, the city had a tram
system supported by the Belgian Society of Municipal
Horse Railways. This contract negatively impacted the
expansion of tram transport in the city.

The municipal government, led by Professor
0. Pohorelko, considered the issue of buying out the tram
system. However, the terms of the contract did not satisfy
the municipal government, and upon the proposal of the
scholar, the construction of the tramway in Kharkiv was
entrusted to domestic experts. In 1906, tram traffic
opened in Kharkiv from Pavlovska Square to Petinska
Street near Balashov Station.

The project and
construction of the eye
hospital named after
Professor L. Girshman
were carried out free of
charge by engineer
L.K.Terven, 1911-1912

0. Pohorelko advocated for the necessity of further
development of the tram network in the city (Fig. 3).

Between 1909 and 1912, six tram routes were
opened in Kharkiv: June 3, 1906 — Petinska line;
December 17, 1909 — Klochkivska line; December 23,
1909 — Panasivska line; December 20, 1910 — Pushkinska
line; July 17, 1911 - Grekovsko-Zaikovska line;
February 2, 1912 — Tsvintarna (Cemetery) line.

To implement this project, O. Pohorelko invited
Professor P. Kopniaiev, who began scientific research in
this direction at Kharkiv Technological Institute [18].

O. Pohorelko was appointed as the head of the
commission for the city’s electric lighting. He worked in
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this position for three years and made a significant
contribution to the introduction of electric street lighting
in the city and the construction of a power station.
Electric lighting began operating in 1895, and Kharkiv
was one of the first cities in the Russian Empire to utilize
it. In 1897, the municipal power station started operating —
one of the first projects of the scholar. In 1902, Professor
O. Pohorelko left Kharkiv Technological Institute (KhTI)
but maintained close ties with colleagues, inviting
institute lecturers to participate in municipal projects. By
the early 20th century, there was a need for substantial
improvement in Kharkiv’s electricity supply.

The emergence of the tramway and the growth of
industrial enterprises required the reconstruction of the
city’s central power station. Similar stations in Moscow,
St. Petersburg, and Kyiv were entrusted to foreign firms.
At the proposal of O. Pohorelko, the Kharkiv City Duma
decided to construct a municipal power station without
involving foreign concessionaires. The project was
authored by Professor M. Artemiev from the Kyiv
Polytechnic Institute (KPI). Professor P. Kopniaiev was
invited for consultations, as he already had experience in
designing and building the institute’s power station. He
conducted an expertise and technical justification of the
project. By 1910, the total capacity of the station reached
1750 kW. The electric station became one of the
profitable municipal initiatives and contributed to
solving the urban transport problem [18-21].

The history of the construction of the
Blagoveshchenskyi Market begins in the early 19th
century when trade was flourishing in Kharkiv. At the
end of the 19th century, Kharkiv had three markets,
including the Blagoveshchenskyi Market (Fig. 4).

This market was characterized by unsanitary
conditions, especially in the meat and fish sections,
which spread viruses during the hot summer months. The
Kharkiv City Duma, led by O. Pohorelko, decided to
build a new covered market. The scholar planned to build
this market based on the model of German municipal
markets, with refrigeration chambers, electric lighting,
and specialized quality control services [22; 23].

Conclusion. Therefore, analyzing the public and
organizational activities of Professor of Physics at the
Kharkiv Technological Institute O. Pohorelko, it is worth
concluding that the fruitful work of the scientist as the
Head of the city council was of great significance for the
city’s economic development and the implementation of
achievements of electrical engineering into municipal
projects. He not only initiated the construction of large-
scale and important initiatives for the city’s
development but also insisted on rejecting the
participation of foreign concessionaires in financing
any construction. In the thorough work of D. Bahalii
and D. Miller, the importance of this initiative by
0. Pohorelko for the city is emphasized, particularly for
the construction of the tramway: “Kharkiv found itself,
one might say, in the clutches of entrepreneurs. It had
no right to build branch lines or transfer their
construction to another city due to the contract, as the
exclusive right to operate the horse tramway in all main
directions was granted” [16]. Additionally, the contract
with foreign entrepreneurs for the construction of water
supply in Kharkiv was concluded by the city council in
1878 and turned out to be extremely unsuccessful from
a legal point of view.

Through meticulous analysis and historical context,
it becomes evident that Pohorelko’s contributions were
instrumental in shaping Kharkiv’s trajectory, leaving a
lasting legacy of progress and innovation in municipal
governance and infrastructure development. Being a
talented scientist, he managed to unite scientific foresight
with the implementation of public projects, drawing on
European  experience, successfully incorporating
scientific achievements into practical projects for the
improvement of the city of Kharkiv.

ANALYSIS OF THE IMPACT OF PHYSICAL EXERCISES ON REDUCING STRESS
